1.	AGENDA ITEM 1. - AGENDA FOR THE MEETING.





	The President opened the meeting at 9.00 AM.   The Agenda was distributed and accepted with the addition of Future Bids for World and Continental Championships as Agenda Item 9 c.





2.	AGENDA ITEM 2 - MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 1997 BUREAU MEETING





	The Minutes were approved as distributed.





3	AGENDA ITEM 3 - AGENDA OF THE 1998 PLENARY MEETING.





	The President explained the reason for the need to issue a Supplementary Agenda.  The meeting agreed that items that could be proved to have arrived at the FAI Office by the 15th November should be included on the agenda.





4.	AGENDA ITEM 4 - PROCEDURES FOR PRESENTING ITEMS FOR THE PLENARY AGENDA





	The meeting noted that the procedure for presenting items for the Plenary Agenda was described in Section 4a of the Sporting Code (paragraph A.7.1.). The need to send a copy of proposals  to both the FAI Office and the CIAM President by the 15th November was emphasised.  It was agreed that two working groups, mainly comprised of those Subcommittee Chairmen attending,  would be formed during each December Bureau meeting.  The first  of these Working Groups would  examine proposals for the agenda for the Plenary meeting for compliance with the requirements of paragraph A.6.1. and A.6.2. of Section 4a.  The second would examine proposals for listing in the Contest Calendar. Both Working Groups would submit doubtful or problematic proposals to the full Bureau meeting.

5	AGENDA ITEM 5 - REPORT OF THE RECORDS WORKING GROUP





a)	The Technical Secretary presented a written report which pointed out that the Records Working Group had not had the opportunity to comment on  items submitted by Norway and Russia for the Plenary Agenda and affecting  Part 7 of Section 4c. Comments were provided in the report.  After noting the comments, the Bureau recommended that the Plenary meeting:





	i)	- with respect to Norway’s proposal on paragraph 7.2.1 (Supplementary Agenda page 11, item b2)) - restrict the 	maximum weight for record class models  to 5 kg with the exception of R/C Helicopters for which a 6 kg limit 	would apply;





 	ii)	- on Norway’s proposal on paragraph 7.2.5. (Supplementary Agenda Page 12, item f)) - accept, with the 	agreement of the  Norwegian delegate, referral of the proposal to the R/C Soaring subcommittee which is to 	report to the December 1998 Bureau meeting.

	iii)	- on the three proposals on paragraph 7.5.2. (Agenda Page 35 , item o))





1)	accept Russia’s proposal at o) 3) to amend the third paragraph in preference to the Bureau’s proposal at o) 1); and 





2)	reject Russia’s proposal at o) 2) to delete the existing fourth paragraph (on automatic timing) 





iv)	- reject the Russian proposal on 7.3.2. (Agenda Page 33, item I) ) on  the point of landing of radio controlled hydroplane models.





The meeting directed the Subcommittee Chairmen put these recommendations to the Technical Meetings. The Technical Secretary is to be available to the Technical Meetings to explain the recommendations.





b)	The President could not  allow discussion on the maximum size of teams for setting records,  as this has been  already agreed by the Records Working Group and  is the subject of a proposal to the Plenary Meeting . 





6	AGENDA ITEM 6 - SPORTING CODE (SECTION 4)





a)	A problem was reported with maintaining page number integrity of Section 4 of the Sporting Code printed from the FAI Web Site. 





b)	After  discussion, a Working Group with the 3rd Vice President as Chairman and with the 1st Vice President, the Editor of the CIAM Flyer and the FAI Executive Officer as members was formed to report on the technical aspects of electronic distribution of the Sporting Code.  The report is required preferably by Thursday the 26th March, otherwise by Friday the 27th March 1998.

c) 	A letter from the FAI Secretary General was read together with a letter from the Polish NAC regarding problems, especially with translation into other languages,  caused by  frequent  amendment of  Section 4.   This lead to the Chairman restating the policy that, apart from matters of safety and of clarifications, changes to the Sporting Code would be made only every four  years as decided by the Plenary meeting on several occasions.








7	AGENDA ITEM 7 - SPORTING CALENDAR





a)	Attention was drawn to the omission  of the 1998 Asian F3B Championships in the  list of R/C Continental Championships in the 1998 Contest Calendar although it was listed with the 1998 Asian F1A, F1B and F1C Championships in the Free Flight section.  The Secretary was directed to bring the omission to the notice of the FAI Office.

b)	Several requests had been received after the 15th November  to add events to the Contest Calendar as World  Cup events.  These  had been refused although, providing there had been at least three months notice of the event, they had been added as Open Internationals. However, the Contest Calendar will not be re-issued every time an event is added.   





8	AGENDA ITEM 8 - WORLD AIR GAMES OFFERS





Bids to host the World Air Games in 2001 have been received from Austria, Poland, Spain and Turkey.  All four bidders will have delegations attend the March 1998  CIAM  Plenary Meeting to make presentations.  These will be given on the  Thursday 26th March after the agenda item “Nominations”.  So as to allow fifteen minutes for each presentation,  the meeting will reconvene  at 3.45 PM. Of main interest will be the proposed venue, the categories and classes to be offered and the facilities available.  The decision on the successful bidder will be made at the FAI Council meeting in May 1998.  The question as to whether World Championships would be included was left open - there are several bids but none have been awarded. 





9	AGENDA ITEM 9 a - 1998 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS





a)	F5B, F5D (Germany).  The receipt of  Bulletin No. 2 by one NAC on the final day for receipt of entries was reported.  The deadline has subsequently been extended.





b)	F4B (South Africa)	Concern was expressed at the reported low number of entries in the F4B World Championships.  The organiser advised the meeting that entries (and payment) had been received from 12 individuals from six countries.  It was clarified that a World Championships is to be cancelled if, by the closing date for entries,  there are entries from fewer than five countries.





c)	Medals for the Best Team.  The 1997 Plenary meeting amended paragraph B.12.2.b) to provide medals to each member, including the Team Manager, of the best team  competing in a World Championship.  This decision requires an additional 148 1st place medals for 1998 at an approximate cost of  US$4500.00.  The medals are expensive because they are embossed.   The FAI Secretary General has refused to accept responsibility for payment for the team medals, although it is anticipated that  the FAI  will pay for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd individual medals.  Eventual amendment of B.12.2.b) to delete the requirement to provide team medals may be necessary  but the problem of paying for those promised for 1998 remains. Payment could become the responsibility of the organiser.  The matter is to be put to the Plenary Meeting.

13 	AGENDA ITEM 13  - APPEAL II - BROR EIMAR





	The attention of Bureau members  had been drawn to, among other things, written statements by the Chairman of the CIAM Free Flight Subcommittee on the interpretation of  paragraph 3.2.11.d) of Section 4c before its amendment by the 1997 CIAM Plenary meeting.  After discussion, the Bureau agreed that  the disqualification of  Bror Eimar be revoked because of the refusal of the Contest Director to allow him the opportunity  - to which he was entitled under the General Section of the Sporting Code - to protest against the Jury decision to disqualify him.  The CIAM Secretary is to advise Eimar of this decision.

14	AGENDA ITEM 12 a - CIAM FLYER





a)	Report by the Editor.  The cost of printing 1600 copies of  the 1998 issue of the CIAM Flyer remained  practically unchanged  at  about £2000.00 but the  increase in the  value of the  British Pound relative to the Swiss Franc  resulted in a higher  cost in that currency.   The Editor corrected a misattribution in the authorship of the article  “New Large Scale Project in the Netherlands” .  It had been written by Tony Aarts and not by  Tomas Barriga Pederosa.   He again asked for technical contributions and three-view drawings of models.   The President congratulated the editor on the improved quality of printing.





b)	Method of Distribution.  The USA  Delegate presented a written report on the distribution of the CIAM Flyer.  The recommendations were:











i)	that the magazine be distributed electronically , preferably through  an e-mail subscription list which would enable  people to subscribe or drop their subscription to the list.  The cost of distribution  in this way is virtually nil.





ii)	that 150 copies be distributed within the FAI to all Officers of the FAI, to the members of CASI and to each National Airsport Control.





iii)	that 25 copies be given to the CIAM  Delegate for each country  for distribution within his country  to leaders in government , industry and education with the individual NAC s being responsible for the distribution .





iv)	that up to 500 copies be available  for distribution at the FAI General Conference in Toulouse.





The meeting recommended that CHF 400 be included in the CIAM budget to cover the costs of mailing  the magazines to the  FAI Officers, members of CASI and to all NACs.  The Editor undertook the task of mailing .
