For those coming to the 2006 CIA Conference in Dmitrov, Russia, we have some travel instructions courtesy of the Russian Delegate, Yuri Taran

4. Dmitrov is about 60 km north of Moscow (see map).

5. The best way to get to Dmitrov is to catch a suburban trains train at Moscow-Savelovskaya station.  But the trick is to get to there  

6. Option 1 – EXPENSIVE (about $100 USD) is to catch a Taxi at the airport.  There are taxis right at the airport but if you want to phone ahead the number is +7 495 981 08 81.

7. Option 2 – Route Taxi – route number “851” 

Goes from the airport to Metro Station Rechnoy Vokzal (green line).  It cost 15 rubles (0.50 USD).  It works from 7.05 AM to 9.05 PM. In attachment you can find Airport map.  There are taxi, route taxi, bus plans on the map.

8. Metro from Rechnoy Vokzal 

Tickets are sold underground near the turngates on every metro station.

It costs 0.45 USD (13 rubles). One or two suitcases are not problem in metro. Metro map is in attachment.

From Rechnoy Vokzal on the “green” line you should go to Tverskaya (about 8th stop) which is part of a central exchange where you go to the “grey” line station Chekhovskaya.

9. On the “grey” line go to Savelovskaya station. (probably the 3rd stop) 

10. Savelovskaya railway station.

· You can buy tickets directly in station building and it should cost around 60 rubles ($2 USD).  When you buy the ticket say "To Dmitrow".

· There are turnstile in the station and you should put your ticket into the turnstile and then go to the proper platform. 

11.  Stations are announced but just in Russian. Print this station list and take it with  you to watch for signs.
