It is important for Jury Members to have a good knowledge of the Event Competition rules. Event Rules are based on Uniform Model Rules (UMRs), developed for any type of event in each FAI Class and Sub-Class, but all are based on the AX UMRs as these were the first to be written.



In the future, Competition Rules for a specific event must be based on Model Event Rules, similar to the present UMRs, but must no more be modified by event organisers, except where variations, proposed options or local particulars are specifically allowed. Model Event Rules will be published for each Class and for each type of event. Rules common to all Classes will also be printed in the Sporting Code, Section One. Such rules will be called General Rules.
